MINUTES of 2007 AGM read and agreed

Matters arising : none
Election of  committee:  all existing members offered to stand again, plus a new member, Terry Collier. 

Committee (re)election proposed  and seconded, and agreed.

Election of Chair : Anne Pallett agreed to continue in office.

Proposed and seconded, and agreed nem con.

Treasurer’s report:   John Kirkham reported that we had only approximately £150 in disposable income, but the  Building Society held a further £1800 which had been donated subject to specific conditions of use.

  JK was to have handed over to Maureen Hardingham, but her ill-health prevented this.  JK agreed to continue for a short period until a new Treasurer was appointed.

Chairman’s report - previous and future events.     In reply to questions from the floor, AP agreed that the pace had slowed somewhat since the initial few months, but this was quite usual

with new Twinnings.  There had been several  good exchanges in the year, including between the Village College and its counterpart, and the Pumpkin Fair supporters,  and in November we hosted no less than 33 members of a fine French choir.

  Coming events: a party is going soon to the Fete de la Courge;

and a group of French war veterans are coming here to share Remembrance Sunday with the Royal British Legion.

 
The question was raised of visits to France by individual members, or small groups.  

Several individual visits had already taken place - arising directly from Twinning friendships.

AP would now explore whether a pre-Christmas shopping trip (perhaps around end of November) was wanted, and acceptable to Andrezieux.  We would also be thinking about a Spring trip, perhaps during the Easter holiday.

Pumpkin Fair, 27th September.   This had been quite successful, with a prominent stand - thanks to those who set it up.

Just under £100 had ben raised. The Chair would like this to form the nucleus of a fund to buy and set up “Town Twinning” roadsigns; if we collected part of the cost, we would be better placed to ask for part Council funding.

French conversation group  would be re-starting soon - possibly meeting in the Churchgate Inn.

Twinning website (www.sohamtwinning.org.uk)  was being developed and should be up and running before long.

Fundraising :  we needed to continue developing viable ideas.

There being no other business, the formal meeting closed at 21.15.
