3.  MINUTES of March meeting were read and approved. 
 

4.  MATTERS ARISING  The SVC meeting for parents of exchange pupils
would now be held in September. Sam will advise us of the date.
 

5.  CHAIRMAN'S REPORT.    AP reported on the recent visit by the Maire and companions to unveil the new  twinning roadsigns.
 

MOTION - proposed RA, seconded Maura:  that the committee wishes to record its special thanks to Anne for her excellent organisation of a complex event. AGREED UNANIMOUSLY
 

MOTION - proposed PB, seconded Sam :  that the committee extends cordial thanks to Steve for his sterling service in driving the French party everywhere.  NOTED that without the use of the self-drive bus the costs would have been very much higher.  AGREED UNANIMOUSLY
 

Chairman said it had been a real team effort and she wished to thank all who had helped, and  the Town Council for its substantial support.  We had a miniature roadsign plaque to give  the Council, and this could be presented at the Town Meeting on 18th May.
 

Chairman outlined her aim of some  event every two months or so, to keep the STA in the public eye.  Thus,  a stall at the Carnival, possibly a Quiz night in July, the Pumpkin Fair in September, and so on.
